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Means any mode or method of working whereby the earth or any rock structure stone fluid
or mineral bearing substance may be disturbed removed washed sifted crashed leached
roasted distilled evaporated smelted or refined or dealt with for the purpose of obtaining
any mineral therefrom whether it has been previously disturbed or not and includes (a) the
removal of overburden by mechanical or other means and the stacking, deposit, storage
and treatment of any substance considered to contain any lnineral;     (b) operations by
means of which salt or other evaporites may be harvested; (c) operations by means of
which mineral is recovered from the sea or a natural water supply; and (d) the doing of all
lawful acts incident or conducive to any such operation or puqooses.

Has the meaning assigned to it under the Conservation and Land Management Act 1984.

Has the meaning assigned to it under the Consela,ation and Land Management Act 1984.

Means an offshore area of a State or Ten’itory within the meaning of section 7 of the
Of J~hore Petroleum and Greenhouse Gas Storage Act 2006.

Any locality on the mainland or islands (including Barrow Island) under Western
Australian jurisdiction that lies above the mean low water mark.

Petroleum includes: (a) any naturally occun’ing hydrocarbon, whether in a gaseous, liquid
or solid state; (b) any naturally occurring mixture of hydrocarbons, whether in a gaseous,
liquid or solid state; or (c) any naturally occurring rnixture of one or more hydrocarbons,
whether in a gaseous, liquid or solid state, and one or more of the following, hydrogen-
sulphide, nitrogen, helium and carbon dioxide, and includes any petroleum as defined by
(a), (b) or (c) that has been returned to a natural reservoir, but excludes oil shale.

Operations can’ied out under authority or consent of the Petroleum and Geothermal
Energy Resources Act 1967, PeO’oleum Pipelines Act 1969 and Petroleum (Submerged
Land) Act 1982 and includes the following: seismic and other ground disturbing surveys;
drilling; facility (construction, installation, operation, modification and decommissioning);
pipeline (construction, installation, operation, modification and deco~mnissioning) and any
other upstream petroleum operations; and geothermal energy activities onshore.

Capable of being put into practice, done, or effected, especially with the available means
or with reason or prudence.

An application to the Department for a proposed exploration, mineral or petroleum
activity. It includes measures to protect the environment and to rehabilitate disturbed
ground. Under the Enviromnental Protection Act 1986, a proposal can be a project, plan,
programme, policy, operation, undertaking or development of change in land use, or
a~nendment of any of these (section 3).

Proposed conservation reserves for WA reconmaended by the EPA including the Forest

Referral means a proposal that is referred to the EPA for consideration nnder Part IV

Means the chance of something happening that will have an effect on objectives (i.e. a
component of the enviromnent) in accordance with AS / NZS 4360:2004.
