1. The 2023 – 2027 MMP has been withdrawn from assessment. 

2. Alcoa is not a Proponent. Alcoa has prepared this Proposal Content Document at the 
EPA’s request. In providing this document, Alcoa does not accept the validity of the 
third party referrals. 

3. Excludes low impact activities, including drilling and associated activities (such as 
upgrades to existing roads/tracks) for the purposes of resource evaluation, geotechnical 
assessment, and hydrogeological investigation.  

4. New disturbance is conceptual and represents the maximum extent. Actual clearing will 
be refined by further survey, mine planning and design. 

5. According to existing statutory approval mechanisms. 

6. Forest Clearing Advices (FCAs) are required to clear within Mining and Management 
Plan areas, as approved by the Mine Operations Group (MOG) which is a sub-
committee of the Mining and Management Program Liaison Group (MMPLG). 
Willowdale areas previously approved and not cleared, under historical FCAs, which 
are not within previously referred area, will not cleared. 

7. As per National Greenhouse and Energy Reporting Act 2007 reporting.  

8. Completion Criteria is developed with, and approved by, the Department of Biodiversity, 
Conservation and Attractions.  
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
